Collin County Outer Loop Parcel Plat and Field Note Development
From US 75 to SH 121

Purpose
The purpose of this contract is to develop parcel plats, field note documentation, and monument pins for the Collin County Outer Loop from US 75 to SH 121.  

Details
• Attend up to eight (8) project team meetings along with the associated general management and administration duties.

•  Distribute right-of-entry (ROE) letters and update ROE tracking, as needed.

• Develop parcel plats, field note documentation, and monument pins for the parcels affected by the ultimate 500’ right-of-way (ROW) corridor from US 75 to SH 121
•   Incorporate Dallas Area Rapid Transit (DART) review fee. **

This scope of services is based on a schedule through June 20, 2008, as shown in the attachment.

I. Project Management 

A.  Perform general management and administration duties required to maintain the project including contract administration, project management, invoicing, and subconsultant coordination.  Prepare a detailed project schedule identifying tasks, subtasks, critical dates, milestones, and deliverables.  Update the project schedule periodically throughout the project.
B.  Attend up to eight (8) project team meetings with Collin County.  The purpose of these meetings is to discuss project status, plan upcoming events, and discuss and resolve key project issues.  Prepare meeting minutes for project team meetings.
II. Parcel Survey and Field Note Development 

A.
Right-of-Entry (ROE) letters will be re-distributed to the property owners, as needed, for the additional parcel boundary survey work based on the ultimate 500’ ROW corridor rather than the previous 120’ right-of-way (ROW) corridor, and to set ROW monumentation pins.  Up to two (2) sets of twenty one (21) letters will be distributed as directed to facilitate granted ROE.  The ROE tracking exhibit will be updated as needed.
B.
Perform search of deed records as required to determine ownership and boundaries of parcels affected by the ultimate 500’ ROW corridor from US 75 to SH 121 as provided by the Engineer that were not affected by the previous 120’ ROW corridor.  Existing ROW/parcel lines and corners will be tied as needed for the ultimate corridor.  Title searches on the affected parcels will not be performed.  As ROE becomes permissible either through a letter response or the Collin County Court, affected parcel boundaries will be surveyed as needed.  Areas of possible conflict between deed sketches and field survey data shall be reviewed by an RPLS and recommendations shall be made for resolution of conflicts.  In addition, the Engineer will provide exhibits and attend up to four (4) joint property boundary resolution meetings to reach an agreement regarding where a joint property boundary is located.
C.
Prepare parcel plats and field note descriptions (metes and bounds) of each individual ROW parcel to be acquired.  The scope of services is based on the preparation of parcel plats with field note descriptions for up to forty five (45) properties. Once the parcel plats and field note descriptions are approved, the corners which define the parcel taking shall be monumented.  Plats and descriptions of ROW acquisitions shall be prepared using the County standards.  The parcel maps shall be monochrome 8.5”x11” exhibits.
D.
Prepare ROW maps utilizing the field surveys of the affected parcels as depicted on the deed sketches to track the status of the ROW acquisition process.  The project centerline of the ultimate 500’ ROW is to be drawn and stationed on the ROW map.  The format of the ROW map shall be colorized 11”x17” maps.  General project coordination with the ROW Consultant will be required to keep the ROW map updated.

**  Since there was no facility rental fee for the Collin County Outer Loop Public Hearing (December 12, 2006), as part of Agreement No. 04071-04 (Court Order No. 2006-171-2-28), the facility rental fee will be replaced with the DART review fee ($600) with no additional fee.
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
