*  Doors will lock each evening at 12:00 Midnight.  No students will be admitted after doors lock.
*  Any student choosing to leave prior to 5:30 am will not be re-admitted and will forfeit any and all prizes won. 
*  Any student (and/or Guest) arriving who is noticeably or test-ably under the influence of any drug or alcohol

    product, will not be admitted and parents or appropriate authorities will be contacted.
WHO IS THE EVENT FOR?
*  All graduating seniors  from MISD High Schools. 
*  Each senior will receive a free ticket at their respective graduation practices.  
*  Each senior may bring one guest, who will pay $15.00 admittance fee at the door.  
*  Guests can only enter with a senior and can not stay if the senior leaves early
*  Guests may participate in all activities, but any prizes won are given to the senior.
*  Seniors may opt to share prizes with their guests, after the event is over, at their own discretion.
*  Each attendee (senior and guest) is expected to adhere to the “Zero Tolerance” policy of MISD. 
WHAT ARE STUDENTS REQUIRED TO BRING?
*  Seniors will be told to bring their school ID’s only.   
*  There will be no place to store or protect personal items, such as purses or backpacks.
*  No one is allowed to bring in their own drinks or food.
*  There is no alcohol, drugs or tobacco (in any form) allowed.  
*  Smoking cigarettes or chewing tobacco will not be permitted.  Students engaging in such activities will be asked to leave.
*  All students will bring a signed medical release form in case minor treatment is needed.
*  Personal hygiene products and first aid supplies will be on hand and provided as needed.

*  Wear “play clothes” – the center has a DIRT floor, and you will get dusty.  
PHOTO AREA & ROAMING PHOTOGRAPHER
*  There will be a theme area where students can pose.  
*  A company has been hired to take candid photos throughout the evening.  
*  A CD of the photos will be made available to all graduating students at the end of the evening.
FOOD
*  There will be free food and drinks available all evening
*  Breakfast items will be served beginning at 4:30 am
ENTERTAINMENT
*  There will be recorded music played throughout the evening.  
*  There will be inflatable games: choices may include Slam ball, One-on-One Bungee Basketball, Pedestal

    Joust, Sumo Wrestling, Olympic Obstacle Course, Bungee Run, Robo Surfer, Twister
*  There will be Casino Games, which will include Black jack and Poker.
*  There will be Bingo.
*  There will be a CRASH area – no PDA (groping or excessive kissing) will be allowed.
*  At 4:30 am all of the games will be stopped, in order to finalize the distribution of all prizes.  During this time

    A Senior Video will be shown.  
PRIZE DISTRIBUTION 
*  There will be an envelope for each senior in the Prize Distribution area.
*  Throughout the night, students’ cash in their game tickets and the money is put into their envelopes.  
*  All prizes over $1 are written out in check form and put directly into envelopes.
*  At the end of the evening, the students line up to collect their envelopes.

CASINO
*  Upon arrival, each senior and guest is given $2,000 play money to be used at the Casino.  
*  Play money is to be cashed in to buy chances to draw for $25, $50, $75 and $100.
*  Drawings are held every 20 minutes throughout the night starting at 1 AM.  
*  Purchase your winning chances early and regularly, to increase your chances of winning.
*  Winner’s names will be posted on the “Big Board” in the Casino area.
*  Players may enter as many times as they have play money to cash in.
INFLATABLE GAMES
*  Each time a student participates in one of the games, he/she will receive a ticket.
*  Game winners receive additional tickets.
*  The tickets are turned in for $1 at the Prize Distribution area, where money is put into each student’s envelope.

BINGO
*  Bingo will be played throughout the evening.
*  Game winners will receive Prize Bags. 
*  Every fourth or fifth game will be for a CASH prize.
*  All prizes will be issued through the Prize Distribution envelopes.

DOOR PRIZES
*  Throughout the evening, the names of the seniors who have registered will be drawn for these prizes.
*  Again: these prizes can only be claimed by those seniors who have stayed until 5:30am.
*  Possible prizes to be given away include:  cordless phone/answering machines, microwave ovens, 3-Disc CD

    changers, 13” TV/VCR Combos, DVD/CD/VCD Players, All in One Color Printers, Mini Refrigerators, and

    CASH prizes.
*  Depending upon fundraising efforts, there will be several high value CASH prizes to be given away during

    the last 15 minutes
*  Depending upon fundraising efforts, there may be a CAR given away in a final, joint drawing of each
