Also in case of dangerous weather, we would like to have the barn as emergency shelter
 

COST:

Ideally we would like the use of the land at no cost or very minimal cost.  Due to running the program on a tight budget, we do our best to ensure that the boys get a maximized experience at minimal cost.
With that said, we can also understand that the county has to pay for its employee’s as well as maintenance of the property.  We would suggest $300 a week for a grand total of $900 for use of the facility.  

 

Special consideration:
We have in place water, but would need a hose to utilize to fill up water jugs.

We will provide the port-o-potties, but would like the pavilion bathrooms cleaned by Collin County Youth Park Staff.  We will pick up all trash on property to keep the grounds cleaned, but nightly have the trash cans emptied by Collin County Youth Park staff.  We will control parking and flow of traffic making sure all traffic goes one direction  We ask that all Collin County Youth Park Staff be identifiable to meet up with our national standards (as in a name badge or official shirt).
