During such session the court considered adoption of the following resolution for 
HB 2334 and SB 882
Whereas, section 6 of HB 2334 and SB 882 requires a written agreement between a governmental entity and a regional toll authority, and 

Whereas, this section effectively only applies to the Collin County Toll Road Authority (CCTRA) and the North Texas Tollway Authority, and  

Whereas, the CCTRA was legally created as a standalone toll authority pursuant to section 283.003 of the Texas Transportation Code, and

Whereas, the CCTRA is necessary to fund and expedite future transportation projects and to offer new capacity options in the County that are not state or federally funded roads, and  

Whereas, the CCTRA has designated two specific projects totaling over 60 miles of new capacity for construction and operation, and

Whereas, the CCTRA has adopted and exercises the rights of a Regional Mobility Authority pursuant to section 370 of the Texas Transportation Code, and

Whereas, the CCTRA has begun purchasing and acquiring right of way for its projects and has budgeted in excess of $10 million for property in the first segment, and

Whereas, the CCTRA has contracts and agreements in excess of $6 million for engineers, financial advisors, legal and bond counsel, and

Whereas, the CCTRA is scheduled to begin construction of a $15 million road segment in less than 9 months, and

Whereas, the CCTRA is an important financing tool for the transportation infrastructure in Collin County and the region, and

Whereas, any reduction of the CCTRA’s authority as proposed in section 6 will have a detrimental effect on both the financing and construction of future non-system roads in the region, and

Whereas, the Commissioners Court of Collin County, Texas has unanimously determined that the enactment of this resolution serves a public purpose.
Now, therefore, be it resolved that the Commissioners Court of Collin County respectfully requests that section 6 of HB 2334 and SB 882 be removed in its entirety, or this section be amended to specifically exempt the CCTRA.
