Open Space Project Funding Assistance Program Funds

The Engineering Department requests Commissioners Court’s consideration of the Trinity Trails Preservation Association’s (TTPA) request to utilize Open Space Project Funding Assistance Program funds for items not included in their original project request for the East Fork Park Equestrian Campground.  A previous request to modify their Funding Agreement to include covers for picnic tables and the placement of a bronze plaque was approved by Commissioners Court on August 28, 2007.
The TTPA would like to make additional modifications to their Funding Agreement with Collin County to include an entryway and covered pavilion at the campground.  The estimated cost for both items is $7500.
As indicated by the attached letter from TTPA, all elements of this project have been completed and there are unused funds (approximately $17,550) remaining.  As such, additional funding will not be required to construct the entryway and pavilion.
The Parks Foundation Advisory Board reviewed this requests and recommends that it be approved by Commissioners Court.  Accordingly, Judge Self’s execution of the attached revised Funding Agreement is requested.
