Issue
The proposed overlay of State Highway 289 as the “Preston Trail Highway”

Background
The City of Pottsboro and the Pottsboro Area Chamber of Commerce are seeking your Court’s support of legislation that would designate State Highway 289, which extends through Dallas, as “Preston Trail Highway”. We have solicited support from cities and chambers along the State Highway 289 path (Prosper, Celina, Gunter, Dorchester, Southmayd, Sherman, Denison,  Pottsboro, The Grayson County Commissioners Court, and The Grayson County Regional Mobility Authority) to support this legislation. This is a historical overlay-not a renaming. The road designation remains the same.
A brief history: Preston Trail, later known as Old Preston Road, was the north Texas part of an ancient Indian trail extending from Mexico through central Texas all the way to what is now St. Louis, Missouri and even on to Ohio where the Shawnee Indians lived. The primary portion of the Preston Trail started at Cedar Springs (now part of downtown Dallas) and led north all the way through Grayson County where it crossed the Red River. Preston Trail became part of the first official Texas military road in 1839. The route followed the earlier Shawnee Trail cattle trail. Today Preston Road or SH 289 has been paved near the original Preston Trail and as such is named after it.
