This is a request to accept receipt of a Mobile Medical Unit Command and Control Module purchased with 2009 National Bioterrorism Hospital Preparedness Program (NBHPP) funds by North Central Texas Trauma Regional Advisory Council (NCTTRAC).
The MMU Command and Control Module includes:


1. One inflatable module with HVAC system to support Command & Control 

2. One emergency diesel generator set

3. One 32’ closed gooseneck trailer 


4. Ancillary equipment such as tables, chairs, flooring, etc.
The Mobile Medical Unit supports regional preparedness by providing independent mobile medical assets for use as, but not limited to triage sites, shelter and evacuation hubs, and alternative care sites.  The Command and Control Module will be used to coordinate an incident from the field without having to use space within the Mobile Medical Unit.
This unit costs $184,583.89, but there is no cost to Collin County.  Any maintenance costs can be submitted to NCTTRAC by May 31st each year for inclusion in their budget.
