In the Collin County Field and Stream 4-H club, 4 members were selected to represent themselves, their cities, their club, their county, and the state of Texas!  They all worked hard in their particular disciplines and even harder on the five page application.  On that application they ask the basic stuff; who they are, where they live, and what they want to shoot- but they also have to answer several essay questions about shooting sports in general.  Then the selection committee picks the kids off of how they answer those questions and if they know how to shoot the discipline they want to participate in at Nationals.  Not all states do it this way, but Texas does it this way to not only have great shooters, but good all around people to represent us!  At the National competition, to be held in Nebraska in June there are 9 disciplines being shot.  They are Recurve Archery, Compound Archery, Air Rifle, Air Pistol, Smallbore Rifle, Smallbore Pistol, Shotgun, Muzzleloading Rifle, and Hunting.  Texas selected 4 shooters per team and alternates if they were available.  That makes for a total of 36 teenagers and alternates. 
The four outstanding teenagers are:  Brittany Dockery, Captain of the Recurve Archery Team; Miranda Boes, Hunting and Wildlife team; Morgan Harbison, Shotgun Team; and Daniel Janis, alternate to the Shotgun team.  They have all put in countless hours in their disciplines, both in learning it and teaching it to others, and have worked hard to get to this level.  There is more to these stories, and these youths would be the ones to tell it better than I.
Since I sent this email, they have competed at the National Shooting Sports 4-H Gamesand won individual and team awards, and helped bring home the Tom Davidson Trophy for the 10th year in a row!
