Grant Application/County Energy Efficiency Projects

The Comptroller’s Office has recently announced the availability of $45 million in federal grant funds for counties and cities to develop and implement energy efficiency projects.  This funding program through the Comptroller’s Office is generally restricted to counties with a population of less than 200,000.  The formula used to determine eligibility is based on a county’s “balance population”, which is its total population as estimated in the 2007 Census estimated minus the population of any cities or parts of cities that qualified for direct funding.  Collin County is eligible for $120,000.00.  
Eligible uses for the grant funds include:  building energy audits and retrofits; installation of distributed energy technologies including combined heat and power and district heating and cooling systems; installation of energy-efficient traffic signals and street lighting; and, installation of renewable energy technologies on government buildings.  

Therefore, for Collin County to participate, the Commissioners Court must adopt a resolution approving the grant application and acceptance of terms and submitted to the Comptroller’s Office by November 22, 2009.  Furthermore, a letter of intent to apply for this grant must be postmarked by November 6, 2009. 
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
