Mr. Hoagland, 
 
To follow up on our conversation, we had the opportunity to have 98 of Collin County Employees participate in the program. We referred 73 of these folks to a primary care physician and a goodly number to specialist. Twenty patients chose to have follow up care by a cardiologist here at Legacy. Two thirds did have significant findings. 
 
We believe strongly that most of these patients should be followed by a family physician. If the Court decides to discontinue referring the employees to our facility to be screened by a cardiologist, we would like to offer to perform this battery of 8 tests and report the results to the family physician. Past history indicates that most patients  will not take the time to visit various facilities for different tests, but if all services are performed at one time at one location, there is more probability the patient will complete the regimen of tests. 
 
Attached is the data we provided to United – minus the Patient ID info. 
 
The cost to the county of these 98 employees was just shy of $70,000. The savings to the taxpayer attributed to avoidance of significant crisis/events would probably be better determined if United were to performed that calculation- due to the vast amount of data they have accumulated. But the savings are significant and evident. And importantly, to-be- grandparents will have the opportunity to spend time with grandchildren and have a quality life that would not have occurred otherwise.
