Dear Ms. Xia:

The purpose of this letter is to identify additional surveying services being provided to CP&Y as part of the
FM 2551 reconstruction project between FM 544 and Parker Road. As a result of a request received from
CP&Y, BW2 Engineers, Inc. (BW2) is providing surveying services for the improvements to FM 2551
between FMS44 and Parker Road. This work is necessary due to changed site conditions that have
occurred since the project corridor was initially surveyed. These additional surveying services include the
following:

Topographic Surveying Services

The scope of services for the topographic surveving services for two specific areas in the project corridor
includes the following:

1. Perform a re-survey which includes a field survey for the purpose of identifying and establishing
the location of topographic features at the northeast corner of FM 2551 (Murphy Road) and FM3544
{where a commercial development has been built). This topographic survey will include the
existing features within a 50 foot distance from the proposed east right-of-way from FM544 to
approximately the railroad right-of-way, including the east side of the road, any turn-in lanes on
east side of the road, and all topographic features in the 50 foot zone adjacent to the proposed east
right-of-way.

Perform a re-survey which includes a field survey for the purpose of identifving and establishing

the location of topographic features at the intersection of Betsy Lane and FM 2551 (Murphy Road)

(including driveway, sidewalk, and drainage features at the new gas station located on the

southwest corner of the intersection, including the east side of Murphy Road inside the proposed

right-of-way where Betsy Lane connects to Murphy Road, and including the new driveway, new
sidewalk and new drainage features on the northeast corner of the intersection).

1. Contact DIGTESS for the purpose of locating franchise utilities in the areas to be re-surveyed and
acquire (by field survey) the franchise utility information from the locates placed i the field by the
DIGTESS process.

4. Prepare base maps showing the information on these existing site conditions acquired by field
survey and provide a digital and hard copy o CP&Y.
