P3 Contract
I am requesting authorization from Commissioners Court to opt out of the Public Power Pool Energy Procurement Contract.  
My belief is if Collin County procures energy without contracting with P3 the County will realize savings.  This can be achieved by procuring energy for longer periods of time rather than on a 30-day period.  Dependent solely on the market, every 30-days, the County could expect market volatility.  

So therefore, to opt out of the Public Power Pool Energy Procurement Contract, the P3 Bylaws stipulate the counties that join P3 remain a member until they leave the corporation.  Members that do not leave P3 before procurement has begun have committed to that procurement process and the resulting contract.  With this said, if the County decides to opt out of the Energy Procurement Contract with P3, P3 must be notified of this decision by January 1, 2010 even though our current contract runs through December 31, 2010.
