Image conversion for Sheriff Office Records
We are requesting funds for the Sheriff Office imaged records conversion effort from the AS/400 and image type.  We are requesting $7,000 for this conversion come from Fund 44 account code 044-0630-411.64-01.

Over the last several years the Records department within the Sheriff’s Office has been scanning Jail Book-in documents into the County’s old Content Manager system.  These documents are used on a regular basis to update the history of current book-ins.  These documents are stored in a proprietary mo:DCA format and must be converted into TIFF format so that they can be migrated into and accessible from the Odyssey Law Enforcement program.  Since these records have a long-term retention, it is necessary to convert the images to a non-proprietary/open format such as tiff so that they are accessible in the County’s current environment.  This conversion must occur prior to any effort to sun-setting of the I5.   Once Odyssey Law Enforcement is in place, they will no longer scan to this old system, but require access to existing documents.
