The following attachments reflect the proposed 2010 Permanent Improvement Project for UPS that was requested earlier this year by Facilities for the Justice Center Adult Detention Jail.  The original request was for $160,000 and has been reduced to $32,000 due to re-evaluation and trade-ins.  We are also increasing battery size on existing units and upgrading others.  This reduces overall cost of the new UPS.   All of these units are for life safety functions and state jail inspection requirements.  Length of run time and components associated with life safety issues are critical to make sure the system performs as expected.  The following units will be traded in:  SUA1500-AS0433210025, CL1A-YSO150110184, CL1B-XS0206002362, CL1C-QS0550111272, CL1D-YS0150110103, CL3A-YS0150110102, CL3C-YS0150110097, WC16/mech5A-YS0436121893, WC5-mechC-AS0433210010-SUA1500RM.
Last June 09 Collin County passed the annual jail inspection for the 21st consecutive year.  The inspector randomly checked only one jail pod and found only small issues.  If the inspector had checked more than one pod at the same time, it could have greatly impacted our life safety UPS reaction time.
We believe this PIP will complete the needs for the jail regardless of how the inspection is handled.
