30-Day Evaluation of Image Server (GIS Extension software)
The Information Technology Department respectfully requests Commissioners Court approval to evaluate GIS software.  Our applications group would like to evaluate ESRI’s Image Server software extension.  Image Server provides a modern way to manage aerial photography in its native format.  Our staff would like to use Image Server with our new 2009 aerial photography in order to determine its efficiency.
It has been our practice to load our acquired aerials into SQL Server.  The SQL Server load is a multi-week process because we are converting large amounts of images into tables and rows.  Image Server will allow us to manage images in its native format without the need for conversion; ultimately shaving weeks from making the aerials available to all.  We will also save 1 – 3 terabytes of space because we will not have to load and store images into a SQL Server database.
I am requesting Commissioners’ Court approval to evaluate the Image Server extension.  ESRI requires Collin County Purchasing to sign an evaluation license contract.
