Juvenile Detention officers are responsible for the 24 hour a day supervision of juveniles in custody.  Responsibilities include performing intake procedures, checking paperwork, escorting detainees to and from visitation and court as needed, conducting searches, ensuring proper procedures are being used in acceptance and release of juveniles, ensuring the safety of juvenile and remaining fully alert at all times.  The officers provide care and welfare for the juveniles by providing meals, clothing, hygiene products and transporting to school, counseling and doctors appointments as needed.  Officers act as mentors and role models, counsel and provide physical intervention and or restraint as needed.

Staffing Challenges:

*Texas Administrative Code Chapter 343 Standards require an officer ratio of 1:12 during program hours and 1:24 during non-program hours. 

*TAC Chapter 344 requires officers to receive a minimum of 80 hours every two years in order to be certified as supervision officers.  

*Any child on high risk suicide watch requires one-on-one 24 hour supervision.

*Daily average population to date is 14 higher now than it was in 2009.
