WHEREAS, NATHAN E. WHITE, Jr., has served the people of Collin County for more than 35 years as a volunteer, advisor, appointed and elected official, and continues to do so to this very day as a Senior State District Judge; and,
WHEREAS, prior to his decades long involvement in the growth and well-being of Collin County, the 1960 Plano High School Salutatorian and Southern Methodist University graduate also served his country as an officer in the U.S. Navy during the Vietnam War; and,

WHEREAS, Judge White began his years of public service to Collin County in 1975, being elected County Judge for two terms, during which he used his accounting expertise in overseeing the county’s budget as well as the construction and expansion of the courthouse, and led Collin County to establish one of the first unified road maintenance systems in the state, and also served as County Treasurer from 1983 to 1985; and, 

WHEREAS, Judge White became a State District Judge in 1989, where he presided over the bench of the 366th Judicial District Court for 17 years, including many years as the Local Administrative Judge, guiding the administration of justice in thousands of criminal and civil cases during the biggest growth years of this corner of North Texas; and, 
WHEREAS, during his 27 years in public service, Judge White also served the people of North Texas in many advisory capacities, including terms as President of the North Central Texas Council of Governments, president of the Plano and Collin County bar associations, a governor of the American Judges Association, and Vice President of the American Judges Foundation ; and, 
WHEREAS, Judge White’s affiliations in civic groups and fraternal societies included the American Legion, Veterans of Foreign Wars, Navy League of the U.S., Military Order of World Wars, the Masons, the Order of DeMolay, Sigma Chi Fraternity, national President of the National Society, Sons of the American Revolution, and the Sons of the Republic of Texas; and,

WHEREAS, dedicating years of time and effort to bettering his community, Judge White played active roles in a wide variety of public service organizations that included Rotary International, the Plano and McKinney Chambers of Commerce, the YMCA, Boys Scouts of America, the United Way, and President of the Plano Mutual Cemetery Association; 
NOW, THEREFORE, We, the Commissioners Court of Collin County, Texas, do hereby officially proclaim that the ceremonial courtroom at the County Courthouse be named in honor of NATHAN E. WHITE, Jr., for his sustained and continued commitment to the well-being and safety of the people in their community, and for playing such an integral role in making Collin County, Texas, a better place to work and live.
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
