Collin County Naming Policy for County Owned Assets

Purpose:
This policy establishes guidelines to recognize and honor individuals by officially naming County owned facilities, assets, parks, rooms or other infrastructure in their honor.  This process allows Commissioners Court to recognize and honor people who have made a significant, positive and lasting impression on county citizens and staff.

Naming restrictions:
A building or park should only be considered for naming as a posthumous honor.  The nominee is eligible for recognition 3 years after their passing.
Rooms in buildings or infrastructure may be named following the retirement or departure of an elected official or employee with greater than 20 years of service to the County.

Nomination and vote required:
A nomination for “naming” must be submitted onto a published meeting agenda by at least two members of the Commissioners Court.  The submission must include a resolution detailing the nominee’s background and eligibility.  
At least 4 members and preferably all 5 members must approve an order for a naming to become official.

Eligibility:
The honoree should have at least 20 years of extraordinary service to the County as either an employee or elected official.
The honoree must have made a significant, positive and lasting impression on county citizens and staff; 
The honoree may have attained national or international prominence and achievement; 
The honoree is likely to have or does have great public and staff support for the honor.

Public Recognition:
Upon approval of the naming honor, the Commissioners Court shall designate that the honoree’s name be affixed to the County asset along with the signed and framed naming resolution. 

Name Removal:
The Commissioners Court is authorized to approve the removal of a name under the following circumstances:
If the area named is demolished or is no longer to be used for the County’s benefit.  
If the function of the facility changes to the extent that the purpose for the naming no longer is relevant.  
If the living individual or entity is involved in activities that conflict with Collin County’s values or that bring dishonor or embarrassment to the County. 
If other special circumstances arise.
