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Currently, the North Central Texas Fusion Center (NCTFC) shares 82 structured law enforcement data bases across sixteen counties of North Central Texas.  All of the structured data sources are mapped to the NIEM standard and to a single schema that will allow CopLink to map 135 million law enforcement records as one data source, which provides a significant cost savings to the project. The NCTFC, Dallas Fusion Center, Arlington PD and Fort Worth PD utilized Analyst Notebook to facilitate link analysis of raw law enforcement data. Each of the Dallas, Fort Worth, and Arlington 18 UASI jurisdictions will have CopLink license to leverage searches of these 135 million records utilizing Analyst Notebook.
Secondly, the NCTFC will share 135 million law enforcement records via CopLink with the Dallas Fusion Center, Austin Fusion Center, Houston Fusion Center, San Antonio Fusion Center and El Paso Fusion Center. Each of these fusion centers are using CopLink which allows all of us to share data and intelligence files, after memorandum of agreements between the jurisdictions are completed and the nodes are connected to each center.
CopLink is used by over 40 large city police departments in Texas and several major jurisdictions including Los Angeles, New Orleans, Denver, San Jose, Kansas City, Tampa Bay, Boston, Sacramento and Long Beach, just to mention a few. The CopLink software will allow the NCTFC to expand its search capabilities and provides a platform for public safety agencies to share criminal information and improve detection and apprehension of criminals.
