	Position Duties/Responsibilities

 TB Registered Nurse is responsible for case management activities for TB cases/suspects which include:  physical assessments, patient education and counseling, directly observed therapy and patient referrals.  Controls the spread of TB by conducting contact elicitation/notification and testing, and by participating in active surveillance activities. Treatment and care will be provided in the clinical setting as well as known cases/suspects homes.   Works in TB clinics by obtaining medical histories and records, consent forms and other required information, arranging for home visits in certain cases, educating, screening and notifying close contacts and partners, performing exams, referring, evaluating and treating positive reactors after screenings, preparing statistics and inventories of supplies, supplying other nurses with medications and other supplies, reviewing medical records and faxing reports to the health department.  Works with new TB cases and suspects,  providing treatment regime, either in clinic or on home visits (DOT).  .  Interacts with patients by obtaining weight, height, pulse, blood pressure and medical history and sputum collections.  Also performs lab work and sends samples to the courier. 


	Statistical Data Supporting Need For Position/Ramifications of Not Filling Position

According to Department of Health & Human Services Collin County is one of the top 10 counties for active TB cases.   Global 
Epidemiology of TB includes 2 Billion people with latent tuberculosis worldwide, 9 million new cases of TB/year. 15 million    people with active TB in 2006, with nearly 2 million deaths. “TB is the most pervasive and lethal epidemic in all of human  history” (Iseman)

TB is spread through the air from one person to another. The bacteria are put into the air when a person with TB disease of the lungs or throat coughs or sneezes. Laughing, singing, or playing brass or woodwind instruments can also spread the germs in an enclosed space. People nearby may breathe in these bacteria and become infected.
Collin County TB Clinic:

Active TB cases have increased from 7 cases in 2002 to 38 cases in 2009 (443% increase)
Home visits have increased from 412 in 2002 to 4,478 in 2009 (987% increase)
Office visits have increased from 494 in 2002 to 2,311 in 2009 (368% increase)
