Approval of the Interlocal Agreement with the City of Lavon regarding the use of the County Access Road Funds for the Right-of-Way Participation on SH 78 from SH 205 to FM 6 concerning the amended and restated city/developer master Development Agreement.            
                         

We request Commissioners Court consider approval of the attached Interlocal Agreement with the City of Lavon for use of Developer Access Road Funds for the TxDOT Right of Way participation on SH 78 from SH 205 to FM 6. (Location Map attached) 

The TxDOT projects involve widening SH 78 from SH 205 to FM 6 from a two (2) lane rural to a six (6) lane urban roadway. The construction of these projects is funded with Regional Toll Revenue (RTR) Funds. The roadway projects are scheduled to be let in April 2012. TxDOT is ready to acquire Right of Way but must first have local participation funds in hand before the acquisition process can start. 
TxDOT Right of Way Participation Agreements were approved by Commissioners Court on April 18, 2011 and checks totaling $169,500 will be sent to TxDOT shortly. 
According to the Interlocal Agreement, the payback funds will be made available through the Access Road Fund provided by the Master Development Agreement (Approved by Collin County and the City of Lavon) with the World Land Developer, (Developer of Grand Heritage, f/k/a “Bear Creek”) The Plan requires the Developer to provide funds to the County (the “County Access Road Funds” to assist the County in providing certain access road improvements.  The City has requested these funds from the developer and when received, will reimburse the county for this project. 

ACTION: 

We request Commissioners Court approve the Interlocal Agreement with the City of Lavon regarding the use of the County Access Road Funds for the Right-of-Way Participation on SH 78 from SH 205 to FM 6  and allow Judge Keith Self to sign the agreement.
