Homeland Security is requesting approval from Commissioners Court to apply for FY12 Pre-Disaster Mitigation (PDM) grant funding to implement a Tornado Safe Room Rebate Program from the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) through the Texas Department of Public Safety Division of Emergency Management.  

This hazard mitigation grant funding will allow homeowners in Collin County to receive a rebate for half the cost of installing a tornado safe room, up to a maximum of $3,000.  Tarrant County has implemented a successful Tornado Safe Room Rebate Program and there has been significant interest from residents in Collin County.
