2011 Forage Research at Myers Park and Event Center

May 11, 2011

Two forage research plots were planted at Myers Park and Event Center on Tuesday, May 10. 

Forage Plot 3: Twelve seeded bermudagrass varieties were planted on plot 3 utilizing an 8 foot Brillion Grass Seeder provided by Chad Boone (local producer). Plots were planted as 32’ (4 – 8 feet seeder swaths) x 287 feet (width of the field). A 4 feet buffer was left between each variety stripe and around the entire outside perimeter of the field. The entire plot area is 400’ x 287’ or 2.64 acres.

The varieties planted are as follows:

1. Sungrazer Plus (MBS Seed)

2. Buckaroo (Turner Seed)

3. Mohawk (Turner Seed)

4. Sungrazer 777 (MBS Seed)

5. Jackpot (MBS Seed)

6. Cowboy (Turner Seed)

7. Rancho Frio – blend (Pennington Seed)

8. 9901341 (MBS Seed – new variety)

9. Mohawk – coated (Pennington Seed)

10. Giant (Turner Seed)

11. KF – 194 (MBS Seed)

12. Cheyenne II (Pennington Seed)

All varieties were planted at a 10#/AC seeding rate. Any excess or left over seed was vacuumed out of the seed box between each variety. Variety plot assignment area was randomly chosen. Varieties were planted East to West across width of the field.
Forage Plot 4: Six Native Grass varieties were planted on Tuesday, May 10, 2011 on Plot 4 at Myers Park and Event Center. The 8’ Brillion Seeder was again used to plant the varieties. Plots were planted as 40’ (5 – 8 feet seeder widths) x 380’ (The length of the plot area). A 4’ buffer was left between each variety and around the entire outside perimenter of the field. The entire plot area is 380’ x 292’ or 2.55 acres.
The varieties planted are as follows:

1. Side Oats Grama 

2. Little Bluestem

3. Alamo Switchgrass

4. Big Bluestem

5. WW-B-Dahl Old World Bluestem

6. Eastern Gama Grass

All varieties were planted at a 2#/AC seeding rate. Any excess or left over seed was vacuumed out of the seed box between each variety. Variety plot assignment area was randomly chosen. Varieties were planted North to South across width of the field.
