The current water pump is not operational due to excessive power-cycling, as there is no water storage capability.  Project will include repairs to the current water well pump, as well as construction of a 33,000 gallon ground storage tank, and construction of a booster pump station.  The water will not be used for human consumption and is therefore, not subject to TCEQ requirements for potable water.  

The design of the water tank and the pump station is intentionally rustic to blend with the existing structures at Myers Park.  Plans call for textured hardy plank siding, including a hardy board interior rather than sheetrock, and a metal roof.

The current pump is located at a depth of 735 feet, and was installed by Mosier in 2006.

There is a deduct available on the bid items for construction of the pump building.  It is possible that Collin County may opt to construct this building in-house, though a complete turnkey project is also possible.  Collin County will be responsible for staking the site location.

Three phase electric service is available on-site, as well as potable water.  Successful bidder will coordinate electric service to pump station with GCEC, using Collin County’s account.

In the event of any discrepancies between specifications and plan sheet, the plan sheet will prevail.
