If Collin County desires to participate in the ERCOT/EILS Program, Demand Response Program, it is mandated by the State of Texas to retain a QSE.  The Qualified Scheduling Entity Firm providing the demand response enrollment services for the ERCOT EILS Program must interface with and operate within the framework of Collin County’s existing building automation system and demand response automation software. TDIndustries/Vedero hardware and software are compatible with Collin County’s existing building automation system and meets ERCOT’s mandates that states a QSE must be categorized as a tier four (4) to ensure qualification commensurate with the type of service desired thus granting eligibility for Collin County to receive 50% of the revenue from ERCOT as calculated  by the amount of KW’s that are shed.
