The Snow Hill Cemetery Board has requested Public Works' assistance with renovating 
this historic cemetery.

Although small, the cemetery has historical significance 
serving as the burial place for some of Collin County's founders. 

Last summer, Commissioners' Court approved Public Works and the Cemetery Board's 
request to supply fill dirt for eroded areas in a continuing effort to restore the property. 
Currently, the Board has solicited the aid ofPublic Works to provide fill dirt and grading 
for a new fence the Board is preparing to install. PW would also perform minor related 
services to ensure proper drainage. 

Public Works receives most ofour fill dirt from various construction projects free of cost 
and could execute this request with minimal expenditure and resources. Public Works 
requests Commissioners' Court consideration and approval to assist the Snow Hill 
Cemetery board with their restoration effort.
