Re:       	Civil Service Commission

The employees of the Collin County Sheriff’s Office voted on September 20th for the creation of a Civil Service Commission (Commission) pursuant to Section 158.033 of the Local Government Code.  The Commissioners Court will appoint the three members of the Commission with the District Attorney, Sheriff, and Commissioners Court each nominating one of the members.  The Sheriff will select the Chair and the members will draw lots to determine and serve two year terms on a staggered basis (Two members appointment will expire one year and the other member the following year).  
 
In order to be appointed to the Commission, a person must be at least 25 years old and have resided in the County for at least three years prior to the appointment.

The Commission will draft and adopt civil service rules and procedures and then, on an ongoing basis, conduct any required personnel issue hearings.  As a reminder, the Commission’s duties are only related to the direct employees of the Sheriff.  Court officers, DA investigators, deputy constables, etc. are not covered by the Commission.

It is expected that the Commission will not employ permanent staff and will use a contracted attorney to assist with their duties.  The legal fees will be paid and tracked from the County’s legal fee budget.
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
