FY 2012 Risk-Based Funding (RBF) Grant
Request Commissioners’ Court approval to apply for the FY 2012 RBF grant in the amount of $102,465. This funding is currently slated as a one-year pilot project provided to the 10 largest metropolitan statistical areas in the United States. The funding is intended to be used to accelerate community preparedness and resiliency through the development of a health-based risk assessment and resultant interventions to address gaps.
The funding will be used to

· identify at-risk populations within the county; 

· hire 3 part-time (30 hrs/week, $10/hour), temporary (March – June) employees ($11,902) to conduct Personal Disaster Preparedness training; and

· develop and/or purchase disaster materials ($90,563) to be distributed during training to residents.

Additionally, a 10% match is required for all funds spent. This will be achieved through in-kind support from Collin County staff and MRC volunteer hours ($10,383).
