Dear Judge Foster:
During this past Legislative Session, House Bill 1796 made two significant changes to the Local Initiatives (LIP) program, including prohibiting local governments from purchasing and replacing fleet vehicles and authorizing the flexibility of the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality (TCEQ) to reduce the match requirement for certain fraud detection projects. The TCEQ has determined that a match of 25 percent is acceptable for a county that develops and implements independent test facility fraud detection programs, including the use of remote sensing technology for coordinating with law enforcement offices  to detect, prevent, and prosecute the use of counterfeit state inspection stickers.  All other projects will be required to use the existing 50/50 match.
