We have five detention officers who transport detained juveniles on a regular basis.  On a single day, we may have officers transporting to and/or from multiple locations.  They need to be able use a phone to make contacts as necessary.  We currently have one cell phone that is shared by all five officers.

The transports may be from detention to a local doctor’s office or to court or to the Texas Youth Commission in Mart, Texas.  Transports are also made to other locations throughout the state when the child is placed in a residential facility or treatment program.  On occasion, transports are made from state to state via county car.
We believe the cell phones are necessary in order to facilitate the safe transport of juveniles in custody.
