Dear the Commissioners' Comt and County Judge: 

You have requested that we audit the financial statements of the governmental activities, the business­
type activiti~ each major fund, the discretely presented component unit, and the aggregate remaining 
fiDt infonnation of Collin County (the "County"). as of September 30, 2017, and for the year then ended, 
and the related notes to the financial statements, which collectively comprise the County's basic financial 
statements as listed in the table of contents. 

In addition, we will audit the County's compliance over major federal and state award programs for the 
period ended September 30, 2017. We are pleased to confirm our acceptance and our understanding of 
this audit engagement by means of this letter. Our audit will be conducted with the objectives of our 
expressing an opinion on each opinion unit and an opinion on compliance regarding the Collllty's major 
federal and state awanl programs. 

Accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America require that the management's 
discussion and analysis and certain pension related information be presented to supplement the basic 
financial statements. Such information, although not a part of the basic financial statements, is required 
by the Govamnental Accounting Standards Board, who considers it to be an essential part of financial 
rq,orting for placing the basic financial statements in an app1opriate operational, economic, or historical 
context. As part of our engagement, we will apply certain limited procedures to the required 
supplementary information (RSI) in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United 
States of America. These limited procedures will consist primarily of inquiries of management regarding 
their methods of measurement and presentation, and comparing the information for consistency with 
management's responses to our inquiries. We will not express an opinion or provide any form of assurance 
on the RSL The following RSI is required by accounting principles generally accepted in the United States 
of America. This RSI will be subjected to certain limited procedures but will not be audited: 

• Management's Discussion and Analysis. 
• Budgetary Comparison Information Required by GAAP 
• Schedule of Changes in Net Pension Liability and Related Ratios 
• Schedule of Employer Contn1>utions 
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Supplementary information other than RSI will accompany the County's basic financial statements. We 
will subject the following supplementary infonnation to the auditing procedures applied in our audit of 
the basic financial statements and certain additional procedures, including comparing and reconciling the 
supplemmtary information to the underlying accounting and other records used to prepare the financial 
statanm1s or to the financial statements themselves, and additional procedures in accordance with 
anctiting Rbmdanls generally accepted in the United States of America. We intend to provide an opinion 
on the following supplementary infonnation in relation to the financial statements as a whole: 

• Combining and Individual Fund Statements and Schedules 
• Schedule of Expenditures of Federal and State Awanis. 

We will subject the Schedule of Expenditures of Federal and State Awards to the auditing procedures 
applied in our audit of the basic financial statements and certain additional procedures, including 
comparing and ra:onciling the schedule to the underlying accounting and other records used to prepare 
the financial statements or to the financial statements themselves, and additional procedures in accordance 
with mictiting standards generally accepted in the United States of America. We intend to provide an 
opinion on whether the Schedule of Expenditures of Federal and State Awards is presented fairly in all 
material respects in idation to the financial statements as a whole. 

Also, the docummt we submit to you will include the following other additional information that will not 
be subjected to the auditing procedures applied in our audit of the financial statements: 

• Introductory Section. 
• Statistical Section. 

Data Collection Form 

Prior to the completion of our engagement, we will complete the sections of the Data Collection Form that 
are our responsibility. The form will summarize our audit findinp, amounts and conclusions. It is 
u,anagemimt's respoDSJmlity to submit a reporting package including financial statements, Schedule of 
Expenditures of Federal and State Awards, Smnmary Schedule of Prior Audit Findings smd corrective 
actiCJO plan along with the Data Collection Fonn to the Federal Audit Clearinghouse. The financial 
:reporting pacbge must be text searchable, unencrypted, and unlocked. Otherwise, the reporting package 
will not be accepted by the Federal Audit Clearinghouse. We will assist you in the electronic submission 
and certification. You may request from us copies of our report for you to include with the reporting 
package submitted to pass-through entities. 

The Data Collection Form is required to be submitted within the earlier of 30 days after receipt of our 
auditors' n,ports or nine months after the end of the audit period, unless specifically waived by a cognizant 
or oversight agency for audits. Data Collection Fonns submitted untimely are one of the factors in 
assessing pograms at a higher risk. 
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Alldlt of tile Flaadal Statements 

We will conduct our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States 
of America (U.S. GAAS), the standards applicable to financial audits contained in Government Auditing 
Sttmdards, issued by the Comptroller General of the United States of America; the audit requirements of 
Title 2 U.S. Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) Part 200, Uniform Admtnistrative Requirements, Cost 
Principles. tl1ld Audit Requirements for Federal Awards (Uniform Guidance); and the State of Texas• 
Uniform Grant Management Standards (UGMS). Those standards, the Uniform Guidance, and UGMS 
require that we plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable assurance about whether the basic financial 
statements are free from material misstatement. An audit involves performing procedures to obtain audit 
evidence about the amounts and disclosures in the financial statements. The procedures selected depend 
on the auditor's judgment. including the assessment of the risks of material misstatement of the financial 
statements. whether due to error, fraudulent financial reporting, misappropriation of assets, or violations 
of laws, aovemmental regulations, grant agreements, or contractual agreements. 

An audit also includes evaluating the appropriateness of accounting policies used and the reasonableness 
of significant accounting estimates made by management, as well as evaluating the overall presentation 
of the financial statements. If appiopriate, our procedmes will therefore include tests of documentmy 
evidence that support the transactions recorded in the accounts and dired confi.nnation of cash, 
investments, and certain other assets and liabilities by correspondence with creditors and financial 
institutions. As part of our audit process, we will request written representations from your attorneys, and 
they may bill you for responding. At the conclusion of our audit, we will also request certain written 
representations from you about the financial statements and related matters. 

Because of the inhennt limitations of an audit, together with the inherent limitations of intcmal control, 
an unavoidable risk that some material misstatements or noncompliance (whether caused by errors, 
fraudulent financial reportin& misappropriation of assets, or violations of laws or governmental 
regulations) may not be detected exists, even though the audit is properly planned and performed in 
accoldance with U.S. GAAS, Government Auditing Standards of the Comptroller Geo.era1 of the United 
States of America, the Uniform Guidance and UGMS. 

In making our risk assessments, we consider internal control relevant to the County's preparation and fair 
presentation of the financial statemmts in order to design audit procedures that are appropriate in the 
circumstances, but not for the pmpose of expressing an opinion on the effectiveness of the County's 
inte:ma1 control. However, we will communicate to you in writing concerning any significant deficiencies 
or material weaknesses in internal control relevant to the audit of the financial statements that we have 
identified during the audit. Our responsibility as auditors is, of course, limited to the period covered by 
our audit and does not extend to any other periods. 

We will issue a written. report upon completion of our audit of the County's basic financial statements. 
Our report will be addressed to the governing body of the County. We cannot provide assurance that 
unmodified opinions will be expressed. Circumstances may arise in which it is necessary for us to modify 
our opinions, add an emphasis-of-matter or other-matter paragraph(s), or withdraw from the engagement. 

In aocordance with the requirements of Government Auditing Standards, we will also issue a written report 
descnl>ing the scope of our testing over internal control over financial reporting and over compliance with 
laws, regulation~ and provisions of grants and contracts, including the results of that testing. However, 
providing an opinion on internal control and compliance over financial reporting will not be an objective 
of the audit and, therefore, no such opinion will be expressed. 
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Audit of Major Program Compliance 

OUr audit of the County's major federal and state award programs compliance will be conducted in 
accordance with the requirements of the Single Audit Act, as amended, the Uniform Guidance, and UGMS, 
and will include tests of accounting records, a determination of major programs in accordance with the 
Uniform Guidance and UGMS and other procedures we consider necessary to enable us to express such 
an opinion on major federal and state award program compliance and to render the required reports. We 
carmot provide usurance that an unmodified opinion on compliance will be expressed. Circumstances 
may arise in which it is necessary for us to modify our opinion or withdraw from the engagement. 

The Uni.form Guidtmce and UGMS require that we also plan and perfonn the audit to obtain reasonable 
assurance about whether the County has complied with applicable laws and regulations and the provisions 
of contracts and grant agreements applicable to major federal and state award programs. Our procedures 
will consist of detennining major federal and state programs and perfonning the applicable procedures 
descnoed in the U.S. Office of Management and Budget 0MB Compliance Supplement and UGMS for 
the types of compliance requirements that could have a direct and material effect on each of the County's 
major programs. The purpose of those procedures will be to express an opinion on the County's 
compliance with requirements applicable to each of its major programs in our report on compliance issued 
pursuant to the Uniform Guidance and UGMS. 

Also, as required by the Uniform Guidance and UGMS, we will perform tests of controls to evaluate the 
effectiveness of the design and operation of controls that we consider relevant to preventing or detecting 
material noncompliance with compliance requirements applicable to each of the entity's major federal and 
state award programs. However, our tests will be less in scope than would be necessary to render an 
opinion on these controls and. accordingly, no opinion will be expressed in our report. 

We will issue a report on compliance that will include an opinion or disclaimer of opinion regarding the 
entity's major federal and state award programs, and a report on internal controls over compliance that 
will report any significant deficiencies and material weaknesses identified; however, such report will not 
express an opinion on internal control. 

Management's RespomibUlties 

Our audit will be conducted on the basis that management and, when appropriate, those charged with 
governance, acknowledge and understand that they have responsibility: 

1. For the preparation and fair presentation of the financial statements in accordance with accounting 
principles generally accepted in the United States of America; 

2. For the design, implementatio~ and maintenance of internal control relevant to the preparation 
and fair presentation of :financial statements that are free from material misstatement, whether due 
to error ftaudulent financial reporting, misappropriation of assets, or violations of laws, 
governmental regulations, grant agreements, or contractual agreements; 

3. For safeguarding assets; 

4. For identifying all federal and state awards expended during the period including federal awards 
and funding increments received prior to December 26, 2014, and those received in accordance 
with the Uniform Guidance generally received after December 26, 2014; 
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S. For preparing the Schedule of Expenditures of Federal and State Awatds (including notes and 
noncash assistance received) in accordance with the Uniform Guidance and UGMS requirements; 

6. For the design, implementation, and maintenance of internal control over compliance; 

7. For identifying and ensuring that the entity complies with lawst regulations, grantst and contracts 
applicable to its activities and its federal and state award programs; 

8. For following up and taking corrective action on reported audit findings from prior periods and 
preparing a Summary Schedule of Prior Audit Findings; 

9. For following up and taking COll'eCtive action on current year audit findings and preparing a 
corrective action plan for such findinp; 

10. For submitting the reporting package and data collection fonn to the appropriate parties; 

11. For meking the auditor aware of any significant vendor relationships where the vendor is 
responsible for program compliance; 

12. Toprovideuswith: 

a. Access to all infmmation of which management is aware that is relevant to the preparation and 
fair presentation of the financial statements, and relevant to federal and state award programst 
such as records, documentation, and other matters; 

b. Additional information that we may request from management for the pmpose of the audit; 
and 

c. Umestricted access to persons within the entity from whom we determine it necessary to obtain 
audit evidence. 

13. For adjusting the financial statements to correct material misstatements and confirming to us in 
b mmagemeut representation letter that the effects of any wiconected misstatements aggregated 
by us during the cumnt engagement and pertaining to the current year periods under audit are 
immataial. both indivichJally and in the aggregate, to the financial statements as a whole; 

14. For maintaining adequate records, selecting and applying accounting principles, and safeguarding 
assets; and 

ts. For confirming your understanding of your responsibilities as defined in this letter to us in your 
management representation letter. 
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With regard to the supplementary infonnation referred to above, you acknowledge and widerstand your 
responsi1>ility (a) for the preparation of the supplementary information in accordance with the applicable 
criteria,, (b) to provide us with the appropriate written representations regarding supplementary 
informati~ (c) to include our report on the supplementary information in any document that contains the 
supplementary information and that indicates that we have reported on such supplementary information, 
and (d) to present the supplementary information with the audited financial statements, or if the 
supplementary information will not be presented with the audited financial statements, to make the audited 
financial statements readily available to the intended users of the supplementary information no later than 
the date of issuance by you of the supplementary information and our report thereon. 

With respect to any nonattest services we perfonn, such as preparation of the Schedule of Expenditures 
of Federal and State Awards and related note disclosures, the County's management is responsible for (a) 
making all management decisions and perfonning all management functions; (b) assigning a competent 
individual to oversee the services; (c) evaluating the adequacy of the services perfonned; (d) evaluating 
and accepting responsibility for the results of the services performed; and ( e) establishing and maintaining 
intcmal controls, including monitoring ongoing activities. These nonaudit services do not constitute an 
audit under Government Auditing Standards and such services will not be conducted in accordance with 
GovemmenJ Auditing Standards. 

As part of our audit process~ we will request ftom management and, when appropriate, those charged with 
governance, written confirmation concerning representations made to us in connection with the audit. 

We understand that your employees will prepare all confinnations we request and will locate any 
documents or invoices selected by us for testing. 

If you intend to publish or otherwise reproduce the financial statements and make reference to our finn, 
you agree to provide us with printers' proofs or masters for our review and approval before printing. You 
also agree to provide us with a copy of the final reproduced material for our approval before it is 
distributed. 

With regard to the electronic dissemination of audited financial statements, including financial statements 
published electronically on your website, you understand that electronic sites are a means to distribute 
information and, therefore, we are not required to read the information contained in these sites or to 
consider the consistency of other information in the electronic site with the original document
