Item 1 Approval of Minutes 
 

President Strength stated that the first item on the agenda was approval of the minutes from the March Board 
meeting. 
 
Upon a Motion by Councilmember Wilemon (seconded by Commissioner Mitchell), and unanimous vote of all 
members present, the Board approved the minutes of the March Executive Board meeting. 
 
Item 2 Resolution to Accept and Approve the Quarterly Investment Report 

 
Molly Rendon, Director of Administration, presented the Investment Report for the quarter that ended March 31, 
2019 for acceptance and approval.  This report included a supplementary schedule regarding the State’s 
investment activity for Regional Toll Revenue funds and NTTA Hwy 161 funds.

Upon a Motion by Councilmember Lombard (seconded by Judge Sweet), and unanimous vote of all members 
present, the Board approved the resolution as presented. 
 
Item 3 Resolution Authorizing Contract with Innovative Emergency Management, Inc for 

Disaster Recovery Plan Consulting Services 
 

Molly McFadden, Director of Emergency Preparedness, asked the Board to authorize disaster recovery plan 
consulting services with Innovative Emergency Management, Inc. in an amount not to exceed $300,000.  She 
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explained that the purpose of a regional disaster recovery framework is to help Emergency Managers and other 
city officials return their communities to a healthy state following a disaster.  The Plan would be based on the 
Department of Homeland Security’s National Disaster Recovery Framework.  This contract would be utilized by 
NCTCOG and participating entities as part of the North Texas SHARE cooperative purchasing program.

Upon a Motion by Commissioner Mitchell (seconded by Councilmember Kleinman), and unanimous vote of all 
members present, the Board approved the resolution as presented. 

Item 4 Resolution Endorsing an Agreement with Tarrant County College District for Urban 
Search and Rescue Training and Exercises 

Molly McFadden, Director of Emergency Preparedness, asked the Board to endorse an agreement with Tarrant 
County College District, in an amount not to exceed $200,000 of State Homeland Security Grant Program funds 
to provide training, exercises, and supporting documentation for Urban Search and Rescue teams in the North 
Central Texas Region.  The State Homeland Security Grant Program project has no local cost-share or match 
requirements.

Upon a Motion by Councilmember Kleinman (seconded by Commissioner Mitchell), and unanimous vote of all 
members present, the Board approved the resolution as presented. 

Mayor McCowan entered the meeting. 

Item 5 Resolution Authorizing Agreements for the 2017-2018 CMAQ/STBG Funding Initiative:  
Assessment Policy Program 

Michael Morris, Director of Transportation, asked the Board to authorize agreements for projects using 
Congestion Mitigation and Air Quality Improvement Program (CMAQ) and Surface Transportation Block Grant 
Program (STBG) funding selected using the Assessment Policy Program.  He explained that the Program is 
designed to take advantage of value capture mechanisms utilized by local governments.  As development along 
the project area occurs, the RTC is paid back (in part or in full) over time. He explained that the RTC had 
approved three partnerships in April of 2019 where federal and regional transportation funding will be provided in 
exchange for a portion of local funding. The RTC will contribute a total of $23,139,626 in federal and regional 
transportation funds for the following projects in exchange for a total of $16,996,213 plus interest in local funds, 
to be repaid by the agencies. 

As part of this funding program, the RTC also approved engineering and/or planning activities for three other 
projects using grants that do not currently include a payback provision.  The projects are:  the Butler Housing 
Project in the City of Fort Worth, the Ferguson Parkway in the City of Anna, and the City of Dallas’ Priority  
Zone 1.

Upon a Motion by Councilmember Lombard (seconded by Judge Sweet), and unanimous vote of all members 
present, the Board approved the resolution as presented. 
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Item 6 Resolution Authorizing an Agreement with the Fort Worth Transportation Authority, dba 
Trinity Metro, for the Community College Partnership Project 

Michael Morris, Director of Transportation, asked the Board to authorize an agreement with the Fort Worth 
Transportation Authority, dba Trinity Metro, in an amount not to exceed $300,000, to provide transit passes for 
interested Tarrant County College (TCC) students. He explained that NCTCOG staff discussed transportation as 
an important factor in the success of students from disadvantaged populations in a meeting with Dr. Carson, 
Secretary of Housing and Urban Development and Dr. Giovannini, Chancellor of TCC, in 2018.  This discussion 
led to a project, currently funded by TCC, to provide Trinity Metro transit passes to interested TCC students.  By 
providing alternate funding for this effort, TCC’s funds can be utilized to offer more scholarships to 
underrepresented students.  The Regional Transportation Council (RTC) authorized RTC Local funds for this 
project.

Upon a Motion by Mayor McCowan (seconded by Mayor Voelker), and unanimous vote of all members present, 
the Board approved the resolution as presented. 

Item 7 Resolution Authorizing Agreements for the University Partnership Program 

Michael Morris, Director of Transportation, asked the Board to authorize the execution of agreements with 
universities participating in the NCTCOG University Partnership Program, for a total funding amount not to 
exceed $1,150,000 over four years.  He explained that since 2007, NCTCOG has partnered with the University of 
Texas at Austin, the University of Texas at Arlington, and Texas Southern University for Phase 1 and Phase 2 of 
the Program.  Phase 3 would continue the Program for another four years at $1,150,000.  This Program helps 
with projects included in the Transportation Department’s Unified Planning Work Program and has assisted staff 
in addressing a total of 41 transportation and air quality planning initiatives to date.

Upon a Motion by Councilmember Lombard (seconded by Mayor McCowan), and unanimous vote of all members 
present, the Board approved the resolution as presented. 

APPOINTMENTS: 

Item 8 Appointments to the North Central Texas Economic Development District Board 
(NCTEDD) 

Lucille Johnson, Assistant to the Executive Director, explained that the NCTEDD Board is managed and staffed by 
NCTCOG and functions as an advisory body to the NCTCOG Executive Board to help guide the work of the region’s 
Economic Development District. The region was designated as a district by the U. S. Economic Development 
Administration (EDA) in December 2016.  She asked the Board to appoint two members to serve a three-year term:  
Phil Wagner, President of the Rockwall Economic Development Corporation and Kevin Shatley, Director of 
Economic Development for the Dallas Regional Chamber.   

Upon a Motion by Mayor Voelker (seconded by Mayor McCowan), and unanimous vote of all members present, 
the Board approved the resolution as presented. 

STATUS REPORTS: 

Item 9 Presentation of 2019 Current Population Estimates 

Brian Lister, Senior Research Data Analyst, presented the 2019 Current Population Estimates for the North 
Central Texas region.  He explained that the population estimates include estimated population totals for all cities 
over 1,000 in population, each county, the twelve-county metropolitan planning area, and the region. Historical 
U.S. Census figures are also provided.  Local governments provided input as part of the estimation process and 
were given an opportunity to review draft numbers prior to finalization. He also told the Board that NCTCOG’s 
population estimates are often cited and are recognized for their coverage, timeliness, and uniqueness. 
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Item 10 Status Update on Integrated Transportation and Stormwater Management Project 

Edith Marvin, Director of Environment and Development; Michael Morris, Director of Transportation; and Jerry 
Cotter, Chief Water Resource for the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, briefed the Board on a project to engage in 
a comprehensive, collaborative planning effort that will break down funding silos and integrate transportation, 
environmental, and stormwater infrastructure planning.  The goal is to lower flooding risks associated with the 
region’s growth and to reduce the costs for response and recovery. The project is a partnership between the U.S. 
Army Corps of Engineers and an innovative working group of partners and stakeholders.  It includes the 
undeveloped portion of the upper Trinity River basin in Wise County and portions of Dallas, Denton, Ellis, 
Johnson, Parker, and Tarrant counties. 

MISCELLANEOUS: 

Item 11 Old and New Business 

Mike Eastland, Executive Director, told the Board that staff was considering cancelling the July 25, 2019 
Executive Board meeting. He explained that several cities and counties do not have Council or Commissioners’ 
Court meetings in July.  He said staff would look at the business necessary for the July meeting and let Board 
members know if a meeting was needed. 

Item 12 Attendance and Calendar 

The Board was provided with a Calendar of meeting and a record of Attendance.

Item Title: Resolution Endorsing FY 2020 Criminal Justice Priorities for North Central Texas 

The North Central Texas Council of Governments’ (NCTCOG) has an Interlocal Cooperation Agreement with the 
Office of the Governor’s Public Safety Office - Criminal Justice Division (CJD) through which NCTCOG is 
responsible for determining regional criminal justice priorities.  Priorities are submitted annually to CJD, which 
provides funds for local project implementation each year.  The FY 2020 Criminal Justice priority projects, as 
contained in the referenced attachments, are being presented for Executive Board endorsement. 

Applications were reviewed, discussed and scored by NCTCOG’s Criminal Justice Policy Development Committee 
(CJPDC).  Priority lists were then developed based on high score to low score in each category.   

Criminal Justice Program - Justice Assistance Grant:  
Projected Funding: $1.40 million 
Recommended Continuation grants (3 projects):  $   263,780 
Recommended New Requests (24 projects): $1.74 million

WHEREAS, the FY 2020 NCTCOG criminal justice priorities contain requests from local governments and 
non-profit organizations for Criminal Justice Division funds, and include the separate priority rankings for the program 
areas specified by the Texas Office of the Governor; and, 

WHEREAS, the North Central Texas Council of Governments’ Criminal Justice Program will continue to 
assist local governments within the planning region as defined by the Office of the Governor (OOG); and, 

WHEREAS, the Criminal Justice Policy Development Committee scored applications on April 22, 23, 26, 29, 
30, and May 1, 3, 6, 2019, in accordance with OOG guidelines, and recommended Executive Board endorsement of 
the Committee’s FY 2020 priorities; and 

WHEREAS, the North Central Texas Council of Governments will follow a required format for the purpose of 
submission, in accordance with the requirements of the Interlocal Cooperation Agreement between the Office of the 
Governor’s Public Safety Office - Criminal Justice Division and the North Central Texas Council of Governments. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED THAT: 

Section 1. The NCTCOG Executive Board endorses the priority rankings of projects requesting 
FY 2020 Criminal Justice funding for North Central Texas as attached hereto. 

Section 2. Such priorities will be filed with the Office of the Governor according to the 
requirements contained in the Interlocal Cooperation Agreement between the Office 
of the Governor’s Public Safety Office - Criminal Justice Division and the North 
Central Texas Council of Governments.

The North Central Texas Council of Governments (NCTCOG), in its capacity as the Administrative Entity 
and designated Grant Recipient/Fiscal Agent of the North Central Texas Workforce Development Board, 
currently operates a Terrell workforce center located at 109 Tejas Drive.

31, 2019.

• Includes a price per square foot equaling $15.50 (net of taxes, insurance, common area maintenance,
utilities, and janitorial).

The landlord, 3-J Partners, LTD., has agreed to a five (5) year lease agreement at a price not to exceed 
$18.30 (average over 5 years) per square foot (excluding taxes, insurance, common area maintenance, 
utilities, and janitorial).  The proposed rent rate includes the following tenant improvements: 

• Relocation of selected walls according to modified floor plan

• New paint\carpet

• New LED lighting fixtures

• HVAC accommodations for server room

NCTCOG’s real estate broker, Avison Young, has performed a current market survey of other comparable 
properties (Please see Attachment A) and discovered that the proposed rate for this facility is within the 
market price for that surrounding area.  

The board staff believes that this is still an optimum location for our workforce center due to the following: 

• Pricing within market range of the Terrell area.

• Close proximity to major roads and thoroughfares-Within approximately one (1) mile of I-20.

• Adequate parking-9.0 parking spaces per 1,000 square feet are available (4 spaces per 1,000 square feet is
considered adequate parking for most commercial buildings).

• Square Footage-4,389 square feet are currently determined as sufficient space for this center.

The Department of Energy (DOE) has released the Fiscal Year 2019 Advanced Vehicle 
Technologies Research Funding Opportunity.  This initiative will provide funding for projects that 
address priorities in the following areas: advanced batteries and electric drive systems, energy 
efficient mobility systems, materials for more efficient powertrains, co-optimized advanced 
engine and fuel technologies, and alternative fuels and new mobility options.  North Central 
Texas Council of Governments (NCTCOG) staff proposes to submit one grant proposal and to 
participate as a team member in a separate project on behalf of the region.

Item Title: Resolution Authorizing Amendment to Memorandum of Agreement with 
United States Army Corps of Engineers to Expedite Environmental Permitting 
 

 
 
On January 10, 2019, the Regional Transportation Council (RTC) programed $800,000 in 
Regional Toll Revenue (RTR) funds to support the ongoing efforts to expedite environmental 
permitting for priority transportation projects in the region.  A local match is not required for 
these funds.  This funding is provided to continue successful efforts, which were initially 
supported with RTC Local funds and previous RTR funds.  Over the last 11 years, the North 
Central Texas Council of Governments (NCTCOG) and the United States Army Corps of 
Engineers (USACE) have coordinated implementation of this initiative, including issuance of 
approximately 145 expedited permits for priority projects, reduction in the amount of time to 
process permits, and identification of unnecessary permits that could be withdrawn. 
 
NCTCOG will utilize the additional funding to continue coordination with USACE.  The Executive 
Board previously authorized an agreement and subsequent amendments with USACE to 
expedite environmental permitting in an amount not to exceed $1,700,000 through December 31, 
2019.  RTR funds in the amount of $600,000 will be used to extend the agreement with USACE 
for continuation of their efforts through September 30, 2022.  Additionally, RTR funds in the 
amount of $200,000 will be used to offset local match requirements for awarded projects from 
prior phases.   
 
A draft resolution authorizing an amendment to the USACE Memorandum of Agreement to 
increase the not to exceed amount from $1,700,000 to $2,300,000 is attached for Executive 
Board consideration.  I will provide a brief presentation on this item and will be available to 
answer any questions prior to requesting Board approval.

DFWCC focuses its efforts on strategies that also reduce 
formation of ozone precursors to improve the region’s air quality.  Key activities for 2019 include 
work to expand designation and awareness of Federal Highway Administration-designated 
alternative fuel corridors; promotion of, and application assistance to, clean vehicle incentives 
through the Volkswagen Settlement and other state grant programs; hosting of vehicle 
demonstration and ride-and-drive events; and collection of technical information from fleets 
already using alternative fuel vehicles to provide information on research & development needs 
to the DOE. 
 
On April 9, 2019, DOE initiated the redesignation process with DFWCC and required a letter of 
support from NCTCOG, as the DFWCC host agency, be submitted by May 3, 2019.  NCTCOG 
submitted this letter as required (See Attached).  The Executive Board will be asked to endorse 
the re-designation of NCTCOG as the host organization for DFWCC.

The program documents how the agency notifies the public of their rights 
under Title VI; the procedure for documenting Title VI-related complaints, which received 
administrative updates and were translated into Spanish; how minority individuals are involved 
and considered in the planning process; and how the agency monitors Title VI compliance of 
subrecipients. The Title VI Program includes a demographic profile of the region and an 
analysis of any disparate impacts of NCTCOG’s plans and policies.
