He would approve awarding it to CrowderGulf, but would like to 

hold off on awarding a secondary. Commissioner Fletcher said the safety record drops off significantly 
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after the secondary by almost three points, and she would like to make sure they are comfortable with the 

safety record. 

Michelle Charnoski, Purchasing Agent, said this was based off of an average of the criteria set in the RFP 

(Request for Proposal). They did try to renegotiate with Ashbritt. The pricing structure is taking a list of 

all the options the County could ever use and totaling them. That doesn't mean the County would use all 

of the line items. It is more of a fee structure to get them to price them in case there is any kind of disaster 

in which the County would need any of these items. With no further comments, a motion was made to 

approve the item.

7, AI-48410 COVID-19 Update, Administrative Services. 

COURT ORDER NO. 2021-195-02-22 

Bill Bilyeu, County Administrator, said the weather took down most all vaccine centers across much of 

Texas. Collin County hubs were closed from February 11 th through all oflast week, but they are open and 

running again. The State sent correspondence last week stating that second doses are guaranteed, and we 

will not have to request them. When the second doses come in, it affects capacity. Roughly one third of 

our capacity for the next ten days is administering second doses. The 1,100 people who received their first 

vaccine through the County are now being scheduled for their second vaccine. Curative has added six 

nurses which gives them another line, and they feel they will be able to vaccinate 1,soo people tomorrow. 
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The check-in process is running more efficiently now, and second doses have become a priority. Mr. 

Bilyeu said there should be many people from the waitlist served this week. Mr. Bilyeu said Curative is 

putting contracts in place with cities in order to go mobile with them. At this point they are taking care of 

people on the waitlist, and there are not enough doses to go mobile. 

At the end of the day, there is a chance there could be a few vaccines available, and Mr. Bilyeu asked the 

Court for direction on how to handle those. Commissioner Williams said there are still some people from 

the Sheriff's Office who have not received their vaccines. Mr. Bilyeu said the County took on the 

responsibility of the volunteer fire departments, County employees, and the North Texas Municipal Water 

District. The Court decided they will start with the Sheriff's Office and then move on to volunteer fire 

departments and North Texas Municipal Water District for these end-of-the-day doses. They will do this 

on a weekly rotation. Judge Hill said it is a priority that none of these doses go to waste. 

There was a brief discussion regarding when we can start pushing towards administering 6,000 vaccines 

per day. Commissioner Williams said Denton County is alternating weeks. One week they are 

administering only first doses and the next week only second doses. Since we cannot double capacity, this 

may be something Collin County should do. Judge Hill said Denton County has one hub that is 

administering the vaccines while Collin County has four hubs. We have more capacity than vaccines at 

this point. 

Mr. Bilyeu said the Court would need to vote on a budget amendment for Emergency Rental Assistance 

Interlocal Agreements with the City of McKinney and the City of Allen for a total of $8,395,858.22. The 

remainder of the Emergency Rental Assistance funding in the amount of $9,044,636.58 is recommended 

to be budgeted for the County to distribute. This budget amendment will budget all funds received by the 

State for the purpose of Emergency Rental Assistance. A motion was made to approve the budget 

amendment. (Time: 2: 13 p.m.)
